NAIA DEL CASTILLO (Bizkaia, 1975)

Creates series of objects and vestments and then reproduces them through photography.
The images that emerge depict a world that is silent, feminine, and symbolic. Her work leads
us to introspection and to a questioning of the most quotidian events and artefacts. This
year, she will participate in the exhibit "Twelve artists in the Prado Museum"”, Madrid. Also,
she has shown individually in the Galeria Dels Angels (2006, 2003, 2001), De Santos
Gallery, Texas (2005), Galeria Distrito 4, Madrid (2005), Sala Alcala 31, Madrid (2004) y
Museo ARTIUM, Vitoria (2004). In 2005 she was awarded first prize for the best exhibition in
the festival off PHOTO ESPANA.

ABIGAIL LAZKOZ (Bilbao, 1972)

Her drawings and murals, done in black and white, employ a clean and simple technique,
nearly devoid of technological resources. Her works confront our socioeconomic and
political reality, as well as contemporary gender rolls and their representations. In her work,
Lazkoz reflects on the interior and exterior events of her life, narrating, with a sense of
humour, personal or recent histories of human actions, seen as both everyday and
existential. This year, Lazkoz has been selected by Rosa Martinez to participate in the
commemorative exhibition for the 10th anniversary of the Guggenheim (Bilbao). Most
recently, she has had individual shows at the Monya Rowe Gallery (New York, 2007) and at
Galeria Dels Angels (Barcelona, 2006). Her work has also been shown at PS1-MOMA (New
York, 2005), MUSAC (Le6n, 2005) or the Queens Museum of Art (New York, 2005).

SANTI MOIX (Barcelona, 1960)

Moix's most recent works show the artist’s fascination for themes related to accumulation
and movement. His expressive pictorial universe, characterized by restlessness and
volumetric forms, is realized in paintings, sculpture, ceramics, and other media. Every one of
his pieces is charged with the tension of built-up histories, which in his recent works has
become more figural. Santi Moix lives and works in New York City, where in 2007 he had his
most recent solo show in the Paul Kasmin Gallery. He has also had individual exhibitions in
the Caixa de Girona (Spain, 2005) or Galeria Dels Angels (2005, 2003, 1998, 1995), among
others, and this year the National Museum of Ceramics (Valencia, Spain) has programmed
an exhibition of his work that will include ceramics, paintings and drawings. In 2002 he
received the Guggenheim Fellowship Award.

JAIME PITARCH (Barcelona, 1963)

Currently lives and works in Barcelona. In his work he employs photography, video,
sculpture, drawing and installation pieces. Recently, a reoccurring theme in Pitarch’s work
has been an obsession with order, seen by the artist as a classification system rather than a
desire to organize reality. He explores the possibility of tying the order of "physical things" to
other more abstract orders (political, economic, etc.) and his object-installations explore the
way in which these "physical things" can echo a reality that does not “fit” and which
disorients and disconcerts us. This year, Pitarch will also exhibit in the Musée d'Art
Contemporain (Lyon, France) and the Carre d'art Musee d’art Contemporain (Nimes,
France). He has had solo exhibitions in Barcelona at Galeria Dels Angels (2007, 2005,
2000, 1997) and most recently in New York at Spencer Brownstone Gallery (2006), among
others. In addition, his work has been shown in the Galleria Pack (Milan, 2007), the
Col-lecci6 MACBA (Barcelona, 2006) or in the Museo Patio Herreriano (Valladolid, 2006).

MAYTE VIETA (Blanes, 1971)

In her work, atemporal landscapes, dreams, express a world of sentiments, a universe
charged with poetry. Her photographs make reference to the visible, to the corporality of
light in an unending space. A selection of Vieta's individual shows include: Tinglado 2
(Tarragona, 2006); MUA, (Alicante, 2002); Fundaci6 Vila Casas (Barcelona, 2004); Galeria
Dels Angels (Barcelona, 2005, 2001) or Metronom (Barcelona, 1997). She has participated,
among others, in the collective shows: “Entornos de la Coleccién”, Centro de Arte Caja de
Burgos (2006) y “Miradas de Mujer”, Museo Esteban Vicente, Segovia (2005).

KIAF also pr esents a group exh ibition curated by Toni Berini  dedicated to Spain, this year ’'s
guest county. Works by Abigail Lazkoz, Jaime Pitar ch, and Matye Vieta will also be included.
